Insert barbed push rivet half-way to secure fender flare.
Check other marked holes to ensure proper placement

Once sure of placement, rotate fender flare
out of the way and drill other holes.

Push the first rivet in to secure fender flare and then insert
otherrivets.

Repeat Steps 1-4 for other three fender flares.
